Intent Implementation Impact 
The intent of Year 9 is to revisit skills taught in Year 7 & 8 and 
enable the students to develop and refine their use of a wide range 
of traditional materials, techniques and processes to give them the 
necessary skills to move into GCSE Art.  
 
Throughout Year 9 they are to continue on their creative journey by 
refine and develop their use of materials, techniques and processes 
to improve knowledge and understanding of how to use creative 
mark making, different ways of creating tone and greater 
understand of colour theory and how to apply colour with a degree 
of accurately.  
 
It is also our intent for them to refine their understand of how Artists 
/ Designers / Craftspeople can help them to develop their own work 
whilst using a wide range of materials techniques and processes.  
 
The Intent of the Scheme of Works in Year 9 is to make them even 
more competent, innovative and creative to enable them to 
progress into Year 10 if they select to study it at GCSE. 

The scheme of work will be implemented through teacher 
demonstrations into how to handle and use the wide range 
of materials, techniques and processes taught in Years 7 
and 8. This year they will be introduced to unconventional 
ways of using materials, techniques and processes and how 
to use non-conventional Art materials. 
 
The students will be taught how to become more analytical 
whilst analysing Artists / Designers or Craftsperson’s work. 
They will also be shown how to use their annotations to 
improve their work as it develops and how to analytically 
evaluate their own work to improve their own attainment.  
 
The students will be shown how to design their own work 
which is inspired by multiple Artists / Designers / 
Craftspeople they have been introduced to.  
 

They will utilise the skills that they have acquired over the 
previous 2 years and in this Scheme of Work to use a wide range 
of mark making techniques to produce a visually exciting 
observational drawing of a natural Object (either Birds, Sea 
Shells, Seed Pods, Fruit Segments or Vegetables) which is inspired 
by the artists studied which has been produced in the style of 2 
of the following artists  Mark Powell, Carolee S. Clark, 
Doodlewash.com, Susannah Blaxill, Ron Magnes, Marcello 
Barenghi or Angela Faustina. 
 
In the second project they are to utilise all of the skills acquired 
to produce a visually exciting piece of work that relates to 
identity (portraits, personal objects and or symbols) which is 
inspired by the artists they want to study.
